The Hearne office of the Texas Department of State Health Services will be giving FREE SWINE FLU SHOTS (both mist & spray) to folks from throughout Robertson County at St. Mary’s Parish Hall in Hearne on Friday, December 18 from 11 AM until 7 PM.  The local office has received some 1,200 doses for Robertson County residents.  

A team of health care professionals will be doing the “shooting”.  No appointments will be scheduled.  Inoculations will be administered in the order in which people arrive.

Since a large crowd is expected, sixteen volunteers are needed to help move things along.  If you are interested in volunteering, please call public health nurse Brook Mikles at 979.279.9281.
